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NOTE:  The purpose of this flowchart is to 
illustrate the various elements that need to 
be considered when determining the focus 
area for improvement in the area of 
writing.  This chart does not represent a 
sequential or hierarchical way to develop 
writing as these skills do not develop in 
isolation. In a balanced, comprehensive 
writing program, these elements are being 
taught and developed simultaneously. 
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
